My son attends the school team for a relatively short period of time, namely the second semester of the last school year.
Mihai came to this school full of wounds in his soul, humiliated and without any self-confidence.
Miss Dana took him over, started to clean and heal his wounds. I thank her for that.

He begun grade 5 with emotions, frightened...
After the first day Mihai told me that this was the most beautiful school-day in his life, that Miss Cosmina is like a real mother and Mister of geography is really great.

I’m relating you the words I heard the following days:

“Miss of English has lots of patience with us; Mister Parker is very nice; Miss of  religion is a real lady, I feel really good in her presence, she emits peace, at her classes it smells like chrism and I feel peaceful, like at church; Mister Virgil asked me why didn’t I tell him about karting because he wants to boast with me; Miss Cosmina has all the patience in the world, never gets nervous, talks nicely to us, calls us “babies”. Mister Felix is super, can’t wait the math classes; Segnora of Spanish is good; Miss Diana is like a friend; Miss Sorina is the cutest in the world, Mister Ciprian grabs your attention totally, he is so cool; Miss Paula leaves a spot of colour in your soul; Miss Andra is the best FUN-Ecole teacher, Miss Viorica is calm and I like to talk to Mister porter, he told me a lot about the times when he used to be a locomotive mechanic”.

Before we got to your school I used to tell Mihai, that school can be fun, that it’s possible to make your homework with pleasure, not with red spots and skin allergies, that the real teachers like their students. By that time Mihai didn’t believe me, listened only as if it was a fairy-tale.
Thank you for helping me to keep my word in front of my son. Now he knows, that “School can be fun!” Thank you, because Mihai looks forward to attending your classes. Thank you, because he doesn’t feel humiliated. Thank you, because your attitude made him gain self-confidence.

And when fatique will be felt, when nerves will want to give up, when you will be frustrated of needs, remember that there are people – children and adults – who talk about you with respect, who look forward to meet you and listen to you, so you can share with them what you know, people who want to say “Thank you”.

I taught my child, that respect has to be earned. You’ve earned it.

Under your guidance with your patience and knowledge, I hope that Mihai will gain self confidence and will eventually shine, like other students do.
